Partially supported SOUND FORGE Pro  for Windows although it supports functions that 
can be discerned textually it doesn‘t include a built-in screen-access 
technology that enables SOUND FORGE Pro to be used by those who are 
blind or visually impaired. The team of SOUND FORGE Pro is working on 
solutions that will enhance accessibility.

Partially supported While SOUND FORGE Pro for Windows doesn‘t have app specific 
settings, Windows allows for system-level control of display 
characteristics, and provides the ability to choose intensity and hue 
among some of them. Windows  allows you to reduce transparency to 
increase legibility and reduce the white point to decrease the intensity of 
bright colors.
